Parent and Dancer 2012 Dance Contract


Program Objective:

I have created this Dance Program with the intentions of offering technical and fun dance classes, for a wide range of ages, including a broad assortment of styles, with a professional approach to educating students, for a low rate not found anywhere else!!!

3D Policy:

Discipline Defined – training that develops self control, efficiency; strict control to enforce obedience; orderly conduct; system of rules; treatment that corrects or punishes

Determination Defined – a firm intention; certainty of purpose; to be the deciding factor in; to set limits

Dedication Defined – to set apart for, or devote to, a special purpose; to devote to some purpose, activity, or person

***I truly believe that this policy is not only applied to dancing but all aspects of life that each student can carry with them in everything they do.

Technique:

Learning technique gives an individual a sense of self accomplishment.  It challenges students both physically and mentally to overcome things that might have at first been seen as impossible.

Enjoyment:

Dance is an escape for many individuals; a chance to leave reality for bit; let go and just move without judgment; A form of exercise that excites and stimulates; A way to improve posture, strengthen the body physically and mentally, and improve coordination and style; and of course an activity described by most as “FUN.”

It is the responsibility of each student to apply the 3D policy when they come to class.  Eagerness to learn, excitement for dancing, and the willingness to overcome challenges is up them. (
Professionalism:

It is my goal and intention to run this program with the utmost professionalism.  Through my own learning and personal experiences I strive to adapt to different students with consideration for … age, personality, learning abilities, physical abilities, level of dance, and so on.  I understand that no two people are alike but teach with these few things in mind (and more):

*I break all movement down into simple forms first.  I teach the basics in order not to miss important aspects that need to be learned considering physical and mental limitations.
  Safety and awareness first.

*I then push students at a quicker rate after the initial explanation to encourage students to challenge themselves in order to pick up fast, memorize quicker, and comprehend the movement as a whole and not in pieces.

*After being pushed I then backtrack to “detail” specific parts of the choreography or technique being learned. As well as clean up unsure areas as well as deal with questions from students, that they can’t answer themselves.  In other words I encourage them to figure out problems on their own first before relying on a “crutch.”


Rules and Regulations
· No NOISE***No phones … turn to silent please!!! Whether you are a parent and/or dancer understand that the gym echoes therefore please do not talk or make noise in gym during classes and rehearsals. If the noise level rises you will be asked to leave so that class can continue with no disruptions. Parents and friends can watch class from designated waiting/sitting area SILENTLY or you will be asked to leave. If younger kids are being disruptive please leave gym entirely. It’s rude to the dancers and annoying while teaching. Also please do not continually move back and forth from waiting area. Again this will cause a distraction.

· Couch is not for parents to sit unless no dancers need it. It is here so that dancers spending long hours in rehearsals can do homework while waiting. Do not jump or play on. Keep food and drinks away from it!

· No Food near, around, close to, or in the area we dance especially on the floor!!! No gum!!!  

· BRING YOUR OWN WATER BOTTLE , don’t share please (Gatorade ect ok… keep away from dance area)

· Come dresses appropriately… no excuses. (You will not be allowed to participate if dress code is broken.) Refer to Dress Code so you know rules. No excuses for not knowing what is expected in each class.

· Come prepared to class. Arrive 5-10 min early. 

· If you arrive 10min or later then class start time you will have to sit out and watch. *Safety First*

· If you need to leave early, clear it with your instructor first. 

· Bring a positive attitude!!! No gossip. No negative attitudes. No foul language. And so on. RESPECT!!! RESPECT!!! RESPECT!!! For yourself, others, and your instructors!!! No exceptions THIS GOES FOR ALL PARENTS AND DANCERS. Removal from the program with no refund if reports or incidents of either parent or dancer showing negativity, disrespect, or lacking in any of the rules or policy thus stated here. Warnings could be given but not necessary for removal.
· No messing around; if not focused you will be asked to leave.  No touching others dancers unless partner work is being done.  This is violating safety when in class. 
· Accountability – Please contact, preferably by text, in a timely manner when you will not be in class.

· Please do not mess with facility stuff (ie mirrors, barres, floor, stereo, bathrooms, water fountain, flyers, mats ECT!!!)

· Note that dance tuition is non refundable. Dancers must participate in 3 spring sessions and 1 fall session to perform at end of year. (unless otherwise stated by Cortney) Dance Tuition does not include performance fee and costume rental fees.  Dancers will be required to purchase other costume or dance items themselves in order to participate.
· If you as a dancer or parent have as issue with another dancer or parent please address me first. If you have an issue that involves me please arrange for a meeting time. Note that witnesses will be asked to be present.  
· As stated in your liability release form all activities that Cortney sets up for her students; performances, conventions, open dance days, crew and so on; are organized by Cortney alone and although we are associated with the BBVRPD, they are not responsible for these events. Issues are to be addressed to Cortney
